Saavira Kambada Basadi or
Thousand Pillar Temple or Jain
temple noted for its 1000 pillars in
Moodabidri, Karnataka, India.

DHARMASTHALA

Sri Manjunatha temple is located
75 Kms. east of Mangalore in
Dharmasthala, Belthangady taluk.

KARKALA
The famous single stone statue of
Gomateshwara (Lord Bahubali) is
located in Karkala. The town is only
about 40 kilometres from Manipal.

KOLLUR

The Kollur Mookambika Temple is a
Hindu temple dedicated to
Mookambika Devi.

MURDESHWAR

Home to a huge Shiva statue, this
place is another 40 km from Turtle
Bay. It can be visited on the way to
Gokarnaor Goa.

The most popular tourist
destination s just five hours by train
from Manipal.

KAUP BEACH
The lighthouse beach is at a
distance of 15 kilometres from
Manipal, it is located on the shores
of Arabian Sea.

MALPE BEACH

It is around 10 km from Manipal.
The beach is clean, peaceful and
beautiful. There is a famous beach
resort which serves delicious food.

St. MARY'S ISLAND

This is a very beautiful island which
can be reached from a place very
nearto Malpe beach.
